Instructions & Definitions

1. Eligibility:
Membership in this Council shall consist of following categories with the following requisite experience:      
Member:  The applicant must have one of the designations listed on the application and be presently and significantly engaged in “estate planning activities” and  devoting at least one third of one’s time to estate planning and estate planning activities. To assist in determining the percentage of time, please review the definition of estate planning below followed by a list of 20 discrete activities determined by the NAEPC to be eligible and relevant activities for purposes of this application. If an applicant has devoted at least 1/3 of their time to estate planning during the immediately preceding year, smaller fractions of time of over a longer period of time is acceptable for purposes of calculating the 2 year requirement.  The summary of experience should detail how the years of experience was calculated.
Estate planning encompasses the purposeful accumulation, conservation, preservation, and transfer of an estate by establishing clear goals and objectives through planning and implementation of an estate plan.  The overall purpose of the estate planning process is to develop a plan that will promote and achieve the estate planning goals, values, and objectives of individuals and their families and to carry out their charitable goals, if any.  Estate planning has come to include and mean lifetime planning that leads to creation, preservation, and transfer of assets.  Estate planning may also facilitate the plans for the support of clients’ health and well-being as they transition through various seasons in their life and the intended and orderly transfer of property at during life or at death, taking into consideration the family unit and the potential costs of different methods.

Estate planning activities could include the following functions appropriate to the applicant’s respective discipline(s):

Administering or planning estates and trusts

Analyzing existing life insurance coverage for continuing relevance

Analyzing proposed transactions for estate and gift tax implications

Attending Estate Planning Council Meetings and Other Estate Planning Educational Events
Charitable/gifting planning

Designing estate plans

Designing Qualified and Non-Qualified Retirement Plans

Developing strategies to minimize potential estate and gift taxes, including generation skipping taxes
Developing programs to conserve assets during lifetime and at death

Drafting estate planning documents

Facilitating, conducting, teaching, and/or moderating seminars, workshops, and continuing education programs   in estate planning; estate, gift and/or generation-skipping taxes; or business succession planning that would qualify for the continuing education requirement to maintain the AEP® designation in active status
Leading clients through a discovery process to determine the ultimate purpose they want their wealth to accomplish for them, their families and the institutions and causes they care about most.

Affiliated Member:  Must be an individual actively engaged in estate planning and whose principal business activity will support the Council members and does not compete with the Members’ professions.
Member Applicant:  Must be a person working toward one of the professional designations and obtaining experience to apply as a Full Member, but who has not attained the requisite years of experience, designation or credential to apply as a Full Member.  A Member Applicant may hold the Member Applicant position for 5 years and will then be expected to have obtained the Full Member designation and experience.  Member Applicant memberships are limited as follows:  Members must choose Carson City as their primary location and may only attend 1 regularly scheduled breakfast meeting in Reno each year.  Member Applicants may attend all events where there is a member charge to attend or the fee to attend is specifically waived for all members.  Member Applicants must qualify as a Member within 5 years of becoming a Member Applicant.  Member Applicants must refer to themselves as Member Applicants of the council and not as Members in resumes and other biographical materials.
Lifetime Member:  Must have been a Full Member of the Estate Planning Council of Northern Nevada for 25 years.  This category of membership does not require dues.

2. Recommendations:  Please do not ask current board member’s for a recommendation.  This allows all Board Members to act in their board capacity during the applicant review process.  We are happy to help with introductions to members who may be willing to provide a recommendation for you.
3. Payment for dues/events:  We accept credit cards, checks and cash for all events that are not included in your yearly membership.  If you register and do not attend a meeting, we will bill the member price of attendance (even if it was technically included in your membership).  If you register and cancel by the Friday prior to the event, you will receive a full credit toward a future event (within 2 calendar years), or b) a check will be mailed to you after we deduct a 15% processing fee.   For the May event only, if you cancel between the Friday before the event and the commencement of the event, you will receive a 50% refund.  
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
